CONCLUSION
HOW CAN WE SERVE CHRIST IN THIS LIFE SO THAT OUR WORKS WILL STAND THE TEST OF FIRE ON THAT DAY

There are three areas in which each of us should examine ourselves.  
Our i) Motives, our ii) Obedience, and iii) are we serving in His Power.

i) We should all examine our motives. Is the aim of our service to please ourselves, for our own satisfaction and glory, or do we sincerely seek to glorify Christ and to do His will.

ii) We should examine ourselves on the point of obedience.  Are we seeking to serve Christ according to the principles and methods revealed in the Word of God? Or are we fashioning our own forms of worship and service and then attaching the name of Christ to them, and

iii) We should examine ourselves in respect of power.  “The Kingdom of God is not in word but in power” (1 Corinthians 4:20) Are we seeking to serve God in the inadequacy of our own carnal strength?  Or have we been renewed and empowered by the Holy Spirit.
