




THE TWO ETERNAL OUTCOMES IN LIFE (as revealed in the bible)


Every single person has to choose where they spend eternity before their fleeting life here on earth comes to an end. Unlike animals, we as humans are made in the image of God (Genesis 1:26-27) with a spirit which leaves our body upon physical death to go to one of two places. As this life is so short, where we spend eternity is the most important thing in life. The Bible makes it clear that all people ultimately spend eternity in one of the following two ways.


OUTCOME ONE (CHOOSING TO BE WITH GOD FOR ETERNITY)


Jesus promises every believer that they have an eternal home with Him the moment they come to Him. Jesus said, “Let not your heart be troubled; you believe in God, believe also in Me. In My Father’s house are many mansions; if it were not so,            I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and receive you to Myself; that where I am, there you may be also.” (John 14:1-3)





OUTCOME TWO (BEING SEPARATED FROM GOD FOR ETERNITY)


For those who reject Jesus Christ, or who never choose to come to Him to accept His offer of eternal life, they are eternally separated from God. In the book of revelation we read, “He who overcomes shall inherit all things, and I will be his God and he shall be My son. But the cowardly, unbelieving, abominable, murderers, sexually immoral, sorcerers, idolaters, and all liars shall have their part in the lake which burns with fire and brimstone, which is the second death.”  (Revelation 21:7-8)








WHY WE MUST CHOOSE WHERE WE SPEND ETERNITY
