Reflecting on our past failures will only
discourage us and steal our joy and peace

go of our past failures and disappointments, so that we

In the book of Isaiah we read,

“Do not remember the former things, Nor
consider the things of old. Behold, | will do a new
thing, Now it shall spring forth;
Shall you not know it? | will even
make a road in the wilderness
and rivers in the desert.”

(Isaiah 43:18-19)

We must not even allow our past successes to
stop us from moving forward to embrace the
new things that God has planned for our life




2) KNOW THAT GOD HAS A GREAT FUTURE FOR

And forget not all His benefits: Who forgives all your
iniquities, Who heals all your diseases, Who redeems
your life from destruction, Who crowns you with
loving kindness and tender mercies, Who satisfies
your mouth with good things, So that your youth is
renewed like the eagle’s.” (Psalm 103:2-5)

(Mark 11:25-26)
